BIOGRAPHY 

Ezio Vaccari was born in Verona in 1962. He graduated in Letters at the University of Florence in 1989 
and obtained a Ph.D. in History of Science from the University of Bari in 1996.  

Between 1990 and 1998 he was awarded with research fellowships in Germany (Universität Rostock and 
Bergakademie Freiberg), Ireland (Trinity College, Dublin), Austria (Geologische Bundesanstalt, Wien) 
and France (Cité des Sciences et de l'Industrie - CNRS, Paris). 

In 1996-97 he was appointed 'Resident Fellow' for one year at the Dibner Institute for the History of 
Science and Technology (MIT, Cambridge, Mass., USA).  

From 1998 to 2001 he worked as researcher at the “Center of Study on the History of the Techniques” 
of the CNR (Italian National Research Council) in Genoa (Italy).  

In 2001 he was appointed Associate Professor and in 2006 Full Professor in History of Science and 
Technology at the School of Sciences of the University of Insubria, Varese (Italy).  

During the last twenty-nine years he has attended more than 100 symposia, conferences and workshops 
in several European countries, as well as in the USA, Canada, Japan, China, Australia, Armenia, Brasil, 
Morocco and Mexico, with papers and posters on the history of geological sciences (mainly in the 18th 
and in the 19th century), presented in English, French and Italian.
